This magical candle holder was created using a well-known mathematical formula and the techniques of 
illusionists. The designer Monica Förster’s secret lies behind the burning wick of a tealight candle that is 
hidden within a reflective chamber. Bundled and reflected light rays give the impression that the flame is 
floating above the body of the lamp instead of inside it.  

Monica Förster, creator of some of the most internationally renowned objects in contemporary Swedish 
design today, is based in Stockholm but grew up close to the Arctic Circle in the very north of Sweden. 
Her work is categorized by a strong sense of pure form mixed with a never-ending curiosity for new 
materials and technology. Working primarily cross-disciplinarily, she invents and renews typologies in 
industrial, furniture and object design. She has been awarded a number of international design awards 
and has also been represented in the International Design Yearbook.
